In May 2005 — in spite of objection of e.g. Germany — some
countries (USA, Japan etc.) succeeded in starting a new initiative
for renewed revision of ISO 3758

Usually every 5 years revision of standards

Argument: no global relevance

New working group (now ISO/TC 38 SC 2 WG 12) which
works under USA leadership

In parallel creation of care labelling symbols for industrial
laundering by E.T.S.A.

While ISO 3758 uses ISO 6330 for reference, the new
industrial care labelling code works with reference to ISO
15797 (industrial laundering procedures)
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ISO 3758 — status quo

n February 2008

DRAFT INTERNATIONAL STANDARD of
SO/DIS 3758 (revision of 2nd edition )
published

Voting terminates on July 7th, 2008

Next meeting in September 2008

Decision (October 2006) that new industrial care labelling
code is created in new working group WG 9

ISO 30 023
First proposal in 12/2006, created by E.T.S.A.

First meeting of WG 9 in May 2007,
convener Robert Long, E.T.S.A.

In June 2007 committee draft CD 30 023

Voting for registration as a DIS (January 2008)
Next meeting in May 2008

Results see presentation of Robert Long, E.T.S.A.

Sequence of symbols

According to application in the order of

Washing, bleaching, drying, ironing and professional textile
care

Sufficient numbers of symbols must be used to care for an
item without irreversible damage

One or two drying symbols (tumble drying and one of the
natural drying symbols) and one or two professional care
symbols (one related to dry cleaning and one to wet
cleaning) can be used

Treatments represented by the symbols apply to the whole of
the textile article
